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1 SUNUS

Klresellesme glinimuzde ekonomik igbirligi basta olmak Gzere uluslararasi iligkileri, siyasal
ve sosyo-kulturel etkilesimleri geleneksel gizgisinden ayirmakta ve yeni boyutlara tagimaktadir.
Suratle uygulamaya konan yeni stratejiler yeni gelismelere neden olmaktadir. Bu gelismelere
paralel olarak gelecek icin yagsamsal dneme sahip projeler Uretemeyen Ulkeler, kiresellesmenin
bir aktort degil ama yalnizca nesnesi olarak kalmaya zorlanmaktadir.

Asya, Avrupa ve Afrika kitalarinin kavsak noktasindaki Turkiye, kiiresellesmenin etkilerine maruz
kalmaktan ¢ok, onu, en azindan etkileyen bir tlke olmaldir. Tarkiye, 21. ylzyila girdigimiz bu
dénemde gec¢misin klasik anlayisini bir tarafa birakarak siyasetcilerine, is adamlarina,
akademisyenlerine, sanatcilarina ve yeni yetisen nesillerine dis dinyaya agilmalari konusunda
ciddi destek vermek durumundadir. Kugkusuz disa yonelik agihmlarin gerekliligi kadar yurtdisindan
da ice dogru bir ¢ekim giicl olusturulmasi kaginiimaz bir zorunluluktur.

TASAM, Uluslararasi Turk-Asya Kongrelerini periyodik olarak her yil belirli temalar tzerine
oturtmakta, bu sayede Turkiye ve Asya Ulkelerini temsil eden yatirimcilar, politik karar alicilar,
meslek kuruluslari ve bilim adamlarinin etkilesime girmesine ve karsilikli iligkilerin gelistiriimesine
hizmet etmeyi amacglamaktadir.

Bu amactan hareketle; 25-26 Mayis 2006 tarihinde “I. Uluslararasi Tlrk - Asya Kongresi”; 23-
25 Mayis 2007 tarihinde ise “Il. Uluslararasi Turk - Asya Kongresi” diizenlenmistir. 1. Uluslararasi
Turk - Asya Kongresi'nde, Turkiye ile Asya ulkeleri arasindaki iktisadi, siyasi, sosyal ve kulturel
iliskiler ilgili alanlarda uzman yerli ve yabanci akademisyenler tarafindan ayrintili bigimde
tartisiimis ve sonuclar bir kitap haline getirilmigtir. Il. Uluslararasi Turk - Asya Kongresi'nde ise
“Ekonomik isbirligi ve Kalkinma” basligi altinda yerli ve yabanci akademisyenler tarafindan
bildiriler sunulmustur. Il. Uluslararasi Turk - Asya Kongresi'nin sonuglarinin kitap halinde
yayinlanmasi ¢alismalari devam etmektedir.

21-23 Mayis 2008 tarihinde gergeklestirilecek olan “lll. Uluslararasi Turk - Asya Kongresi” ise
oncesindeki kongrelerden farkli olarak Cin, Hindistan ve Rusya olmak tzere Ug¢ lGlkeyi merkez
alacak ve “Guvenlik, Ekonomi ve Enerji” konularinda stratejik isbirligi olanaklarini masaya
yatiracaktir.

Bilindigi Uzere, Asya kitasi, ylzyillar boyunca Pasifik'ten Atlantik'e, Kuzey Denizi'nden Hindistan
Altkitasi'na kadar oldukca 6nemli bir jeostratejik ve ekonomik alan olarak varligini surdirmusgtar.
Bu cografya boyunca ticaret, ulasim ve haberlesme ¢ok gli¢ ve tehlikeli oimustur. Dogal engeller,
degisen ve savaglarla kesilen sinirlar her zaman igin istikrarin éniinde ciddi bir engel olusturmustur.
Oysa kuresellesmenin geldigi noktada ekonomik kalkinma ve refahin olmazsa olmaz kosulu
mallarin, hizmetlerin ve sermayenin gsiddetten arinmisg, givenlikli bir mekanda serbestce
dolasimidir.

Kuskusuz Asya Kitasi'nin kendine 6zgl kosullari, Avrupa Birligi 6rnegindeki gibi ekonomik ve
politik bir entegrasyonu imkansiz kilmaktadir. Ancak bu durum, Kita'nin bagat aktorleri arasinda
isbirligi temelinde karsilikli iligkilerin gelistiriimesine engel degildir.

Bu noktada, Ill. Uluslararasi Tlrk - Asya Kongresi ile hedeflenen, kiiresel glic micadelesi ve
Asya jeopolitigi baglaminda Cin, Hindistan ve Rusya'daki mevcut potansiyeller dikkate alinarak,
yeni isbirligi alanlari ve igbirligi bicimlerinin neler olabilecegdinin somut olarak ortaya konulmasi
ve gelecege yonelik bir perspektif gizilmesidir.

getirdigi degisim slrecine paralel olarak, Asya-Pasifik Bolgesinin glivenlik ve baris stratejileri
de ciddi dl¢ude farklilasmistir. Bdlgedeki gui¢c dengelerinin enerji, asiri nifus artisi, ekonomik
blylumenin getirdigi Pazar ve ileri teknoloji micadelesi, aktérlerin gliven ve istikrar arayislarini
korukleyerek silahlanma ve savunma ittifaklarini gliclendirme egilimlerini 6n plana ¢ikarmaktadir.
Bu durum bir yandan kitle imha silahlarinin yayilmasi egilimini tirmandirirken, diger taraftan da
bélgede Cin-Hindistan-Japonya-Amerika Birlesik Devletleri-Rusya arasindaki glivenlik dengelerinin
mevcut parametrelerinde de yeni agilimlara yol agmaktadir.

8. KONGRENIN AMACI

Kiresellesme olgusu, olumlu yada olumsuz degerlendirmelerden bagimsiz olarak bakildiginda
tartisilmaz bir gerceklik olarak yagsanmaktadir. Dinyanin, mecazi bir benzetme ile 'kl¢lk bir
koy' haline geldigi giinimuizde, internet 6zelinde oldugu gibi iletisim yollarinin gelisimi teknolojik
gelismelerle daha da pekismekte ve hayatimizin her alani kiresel dlgekte 'sey'ler ile sariimaktadir.

Kaginilmaz olarak yasanan bu sirecin, Turkiye ekseninde degerlendiriimesi, ¢ok yénla bir
vizyon gelistirebilmeyi gerektirmektedir. Ozellikle Cin gibi hizla blylyen bir ekonominin, Rusya
gibi Soguk Savas'in ardindan yeniden yapilanarak ayaga kalkmaya hazirlanan ve Hindistan
gibi 21. yazyilin 'bilgi' ylizyili olacagini kestiren ve ciddi anlamda enformasyon teknolojilerine
yatirnm yapan dlkelerin bulundugu Asya Kitasi'nda Turkiye'nin, kiresellesme slrecini yakindan
izlemesi ve bu Ulkelerle ile gelistirilecek iliskilerin ydninu ve stratejisini iyi belilemesi gerekmektedir.
I1l. Uluslararasi Tark Asya Kongresi, Turkiye'nin, bu U¢ Ulke 6zelinde Asya ile iligkilerini ve
Asya'daki ulkeler arasi iligkilerinin yoninu degerlendirmek amacini tagimaktadir.

Ill. Uluslararasi Turk Asya Kongresi ile; Cin, Hindistan ve Rusya ile Turkiye arasindaki Guvenlik,
Ekonomi ve Enerji alanlarinda igbirligi olanaklarinin degerlendiriimesi amaglanmaktadir. Bu
kapsamda;
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* Yerli ve yabanci devlet adamlari ve akademisyenleri bir araya getirerek Cin, Hindistan ve
Rusya ile ilgili olarak “glvenlik, ekonomi ve enerji” alanlarindaki bilgi birikimlerini paylasmalarini
tesvik etmek;

» Genis tartisma ve fikir alis verisinde bulunma ortami saglayarak Cin, Hindistan ve Rusya ile
ilgili somut isbirligi olanaklarinin ortaya konmasini saglamak;

 Cin, Hindistan, Rusya ve Turkiye ekseninde Asya'daki etkilesimi diger Glke delegasyonlari ve
halklari ile paylasmak amacglanmaktadir.

9. KONGRENIN HEDEFi

* GUnumuzde guvenlik olgusu ¢ok boyutlu bir nitelik kazanmistir. Ekonomik glvenlik konusu
askeri glvenligin de énline gecger hale gelmistir. Ekonomik guivenlik bir tlkenin hem kalkinmasinin
hem de i¢ istikrarinin surdirdlebilmesi igin buyidk énem arz etmektedir. Halihazirda ekonomik
glvenligin en 6nemli faktdériint enerji olusturmaktadir. Enerji ekonomik anlamda oldugu kadar
uluslararasi siyasette de son derece etkin bir enstriman haline gelmistir. Bu nedenle, icinde
yasadigimiz cografyada Rusya enerji alaninda énemli bir aktér durumundadir. Bugunku
konjonktlrde, Turkiye'nin ekonomik guvenligi icin Rusya ile enerji alaninda isbirligine gidilmesi
kaginilmazdir. Bu gercekten hareketle, Rusya ile 6zellikle enerji alaninda ne sekilde igbirligine
gidileceginin yanitinin bulunmasi hedeflenmektedir.

* Cin buylyen ekonomisi ile 6nemli bir cekim merkezi durumundadir. Bu nedenle Tirkiye'nin
ekonomik anlamda Cin ile gelistirebilecedi somut igbirligi alanlarinin tespit edilmesi yasamsal
bir dneme sahiptir. Ill. Uluslar arasi Tirk-Asya Kongresi'nde Diinya Ticaret Orgiti Gyeliginden
kaynaklanan yukumilulikler gercevesinde ikili ticari iliskilerin strdUrtlebilir ve dengeli bir cerceveye
oturtulmasi hedeflenmektedir.

* Hindistan'in 6zellikle bilisim alaninda kaydettigi gelismeler Turkiye icin model alinabilecek bir
nitelik arz etmektedir. Ozellikle, yazilim konusunda Hindistan'in tecriibelerinden istifade edilebilir.
Turkiye'nin yazihm konusunda ilerleme kaydedebilmesi icin Hindistan érneginin ne gibi katkilar
sunabileceginin ortaya konulmasi gerekmektedir.

10. KONGRENIN GEREKGESI

21.Yuzyilin ilk on yili icerisinde yasanan gelismeler nerdeyse tim yuzyil etkileyecek potansiyele
sahiptir. Asya kitasinin énemini artirdigi ve yeni yuzyihn dinamik ve belirleyici glicl olacagina
dair ortak bir kani vardir. TASAM olarak bu gortsi paylasiyoruz. Bu durum degerlendirmesi,
bir yaniyla parcasi oldugumuz Asya'nin dinamik suregleri karsisinda pasif bir durumda izleyici
kalmamizi olanaksiz kilmaktadir. Asya'yl ulkemiz icin firsat alani olarak gérmekle birlikte,
Asya'nin dunya siyaseti ve ekonomisinde artan 6neminin kaginilmaz olarak ortaya ¢ikaracag
sorunlarin ¢é6ziiminde sorumlulugumuz oldugu ve katki saglayacagimiz disincesindeyiz. Asya
artik bizim icin uzak bir cografya degil. Bu bilingle Asya'yi yeniden tanimlayan dinamiklerden
guvenlik, ekonomi ve enerji konularini Hindistan, Cin ve Rusya Gzerinden, her birini Turkiye
ile iliskilendirerek tartismayi amacliyoruz. Cikis noktamiz artik icinde oldugumuz Asya'daki
sureclerin ve bu slrecleri belirleyen aktorlerin dikkatle izienmesi, analiz edilmesi ve anlasiimasi
ihtiyacidir. Bu ihtiyactan bir adim ileri giderek sadece anlama ve anlatmanin yetmeyecegi,
bahsedilen sureglerin olusumuna ve aktorlerin bu suregleri yonetimlerine dahil olmamiz gerektigini
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disuintyoruz. Ulkemiz ve Asya'nin gikarlari baglaminda yeni Asya'nin sekillenmesinde Tirkiye'nin
nasil etkili olabilecedinin ortaya konmasi gerektigine inaniyoruz. Ill. Uluslararasi Turk-Asya
Kongresi'ni gerceklestirmedeki temel gerekgemizi bu inang olusturmaktadir.

« Giivenlik isbirligi ve Asya Jeopolitigi

lll. Uluslararasi Turk-Asya Kongresi kapsaminda degerlendirilecek olan énemli bir olguda, 2001
yilinda kurulan ve Sanghay Beslisi (Rusya, Cin, Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Tacikistan) ve
Ozbekistan'in yer aldigi “Sanghay isbirligi Orgttt"dir (SiO). Uluslararasi platformda olusan en
yeni érgitlerden biri olan SiO, kisa siirede birgok konuda énemli adimlar atmistir. Bu érgiitiin
guclu ve prestijli olmasina neden olan en énemli faktor ise iki Uyesi; Rusya ve Cin'in bolgesel
gucler olmanin yani sira BM Guvenlik Konseyi'nin daimi Uyeleri olmasi ve veto hakkini ellerinde
bulundurmalardir. SIO'niin gdzlemci statiisiindeki diger tyeleri ise Iran, Hindistan, Pakistan ve
Mogolistan'dir. SIO bugiin sinir sorunlari, baliictlik, terdr, silah ve uyusturucu kacakgiligi gibi
daha ¢ok bolgesel acidan anlam tasiyan sorunlarin ele alindigi bir forum olmanin 6tesinde,
Dunya siyasetinde degisen kosullar gercevesinde bigcimlenen Rusya ve Cin arasindaki olasi
bir stratejik ortakhiginin prova edildigi bir platform haline gelmistir. Bu platformun ya da Rusya
- Cin yakinlagsmasinin dogrulamasini ise ABD'nin “Ulusal Fiize Savunma Sistemi’ne (NMD)
yonelik tepkilerde bulmak mimkanddar.

SiO Uye devletleri érgiitiin temel hedeflerinin tanimlanmasi siirecinde kendi ¢ikarlarini g6z
onlinde bulundurmuslardir. Cin; kendi etrafinda ticari iligkileri gelistirebilecegdi, pazar ve dogal
kaynaklari temin edebilecedi istikrarli bir havzanin tesis edilmesini, dis glgclerin Sincan-Uygur
Ozerk Bélgesi'ndeki [Dogu Trkistan] gelismelere desteklerin kesilmesini istemistir. Rusya, Orta
Asya bolgesinde kaybetmeye yUz tutan siyasi-askeri, iktisadi ve kulturel etkinligini guglendirmesine
yarayacak agilimlarin pesinde. Orta Asya Ulkeleri ise; dig yatinmlarini arttirmak, Orta Asya'da
guvenlik ve istikrari tesis ederek butiinlesmeye gitmek, bolgesel iktisadi isbirligi derinlestirmek,
terorizm, silah kagakgiligi, dini asiriliklar ve narkotik ticaretle miicadele konularinda igbirligi
gelistirmeyi hedeflemiglerdir. Ozellikle BM Giivenlik Konseyi lyesi Cin ve Rusya'nin stratejik
olanaklari ¢ergevesinde Afganistan'i problem yumagindan istikrarl bir komsu devlet gizgisine
getirme gabasi da olayin diger bir boyutunu teskil etmektedir.

SiO'nin kiiresel alanda belirleyici unsur olarak yerini alabilmesi igin, sinir giivenlik anlagmalarinin
dtesinde ekonomik, politik ve kiiltirel isbirligini istenilen diizeylere tasiyarak iran, Hindistan ve
Pakistan gibi Asya-ici denge unsurlarini da i¢ine katarak NATO'nun genisleme planlarina kargi
bir Asya cephesi olusturmasi gerekecektir. 11 Eylil sonrasinda Avrasya cografyasinda ABD
politikalarina kargi en biiyiik direnisi gdsteren SiO, bugiin de ABD'nin kiiresel projelerine tehdit
olma potansiyelini arttirarak strdiirmektedir. Orgiitiin diinya siyasetine yon verebilecek bir giic
haline gelme amaci en 6nemli glindem maddelerinden biri haline gelmistir. SIO mevcut durumu
itibariyle Asya'daki igbirliklerinin en temel érneklerinde birisi oldugunu goéstermektedir.

Bu noktada Asya'daki birlikteliklerin devami noktasinda SiO'niin potansiyeli ve bu gercevede
yeni guvenlik yaklasimlari ve Turkiye'nin érgute Gyelik/isbirligi olasihigi, 1ll. Uluslararasi Turk-
Asya Kongresi kapsamindaki temel tartisma konularindan birini olusturmaktadir. Orgitiin
bdlgesel anlamda sorun ¢oziclu (Kesmir sorunu, Afganistan krizi, Cin- Hindistan arasindaki
gerginlikler vb.) ve barisi koruyucu dinamik bir yapilanmaya nasil gecirilebilecegdi ve bu baglamda
Ozellikle Rusya ve Cin'in Orta Dogu'ya ve Afrika'ya olan ilgisinin Turkiye ile nasil siyasi ve
ekonomik igbirligine donusturulebilecedi konusu, yasamsal 6neme sahiptir.

TUm bu konularin analizine ise, Turkiye ile Kongre kapsamindaki U¢ Ulkenin siyasi yaklagim
ve bolgeye bakiglarindaki stratejik farkhliklar ile iligkilerin gelismesini engelleyecek zorluklarin
ele alinmasi suretiyle baglamak gerekecektir.
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* Ekonomik igbirligi

Yeni bir yizyihn baslangicinda Cin, uluslararasi ekonominin en ¢ok tartisilan, Gzerinde en ¢ok
dusunulen ulkelerinden biri haline gelmis durumdadir. Bunun temel sebebi, son yirmi yilda Cin'in
gOstermis oldugu “olaganusti” biyime hizidir. Cok kabaca bir degerlendirmeyle, bu hizh
baylimenin sebebini “yeni ekonomik kalkinma stratejisi sayesinde elde edilen blyuk bir dig
ticaret hacmi” olarak tarif etmek mumkundudr. Dinya Bankasi, Cin'in bu yeni ticaret ve kalkinma
stratejisini su sekilde tanimlamaktadir; “daha fazla déviz elde etmeyi hedefleyerek, ihracat
artisini saglamak tGzere kosullandiriimig bir merkantilist strateji”. Ancak bu strateji, gercekte,
maliyetlerini yeterince dikkate almayan ve ithalat bluytmesini de igeren uygulamalarla baglantili
bir projedir.

Cin gelisme ve gug icin gereken hem hammaddeye, hem de insan glicline en ¢ok sahip Ulkeler
arasinda en 6nde yer aliyor. 1978 yilindan bu yana hizla buydyen ekonomisi ile Cin kaginiimaz
bir ekonomik ve siyasi dev olacaginin isaretlerini veriyor. Buna ragmen Cin halki hala '¢cok
fakirler' arasinda yer aliyor. Kisi basina disen gelir 900 dolar civarinda. Satin alma guclne
(SAG) gore 5.000 dolari bulsa da Cin, Tarkiye'nin dahi ¢ok gerisinde kaliyor. Buna ragmen Cin
ekonomisi Amerika'dan sonra dunyanin en blyuk ikinci ekonomisi. Japonya, Almanya gibi
devleri geride birakan Cin bu performansina su anki nispeten az gelismis haliyle ulasiyor. Eger
Cin, kisi basina disen gelir agisindan performasini iki katina ¢ikarabilir ise bu, diinya ekonomik
blyUklGgunin neredeyse yarisi ve ABD ekonomisinin dahi gecilmesi anlamina geliyor. Cin her
yil ortalama ylzde 9-10'luk blyume rekorlarina ragmen hala bakir bir tGlke ve bugunku veriler
ile degerlendirildiginde dahi neredeyse sinirsiz bir buylime potansiyeline sahip. Bu 6zellikleri
ile birlikte dugsunuldiginde Cin, diger Ulkelerin kendisi ile birlikte hareket etmelerini gerektiren,
en azindan ekonomik dengeler agisindan dikkate alinacak derecede énemli bir konuma sahip
bir hal arz ediyor. Ozellikle 3 iilkenin ekonomik anlamda igbirligi, kiiresellesme ile birlikte diinya
konjonktlrinde yasanan degisimleri, gii¢c merkezlerinde yasanan kaymalari gézler énline
serebilir. Bu baglamda iki blyuk tlke Rusya ve Hindistan'in nasil bir strateji gelistirerek Cin ile
ekonomik iligkilerini gelistirmesi gerektigi ve bu gereklilik kargisinda Turkiye'nin konumu, IlI.
Uluslararasi Turk-Asya Kongresi'nde tartisilmasi gereken konularin baginda geliyor.

Cin gelecek on yilda buyuk bir intimalle umut ve stiphenin, blylime ve gerilemenin, given ve
korkunun karisimini sergileyecektir. Ne hizla yukselen bir super gug, ne de i¢ savasla pargalanmis
bir tlke degil, olumlu ve olumsuz gelismeleri yasayan, artan sefalet ve refahin hakim oldugu
bir G¢lncu dunya ulkesi olacaktir Cin. Ama , bayukliginden 6turd dinyanin geri kalan kismi
Uzerinde genis etkileri olacaktir.

* Enerji igbirligi

Bu,
Turkiye'ye énemli bir yiik teskil etmektedir. isletme ve maliyet agisindan kémiire dayal termik
santraller verimligini kaybetmektedir. Turkiye'nin, AB'nin Enerji Politikasi'na uyumu enerji
kaynaklarinin gesitliginin ve kalitesinin artirilmasi agisindan son derece 6nemlidir. Turkiye ener;ji
konusunda kilit role sahip, dnemli bir hidroelektrik enerji Ureticisi konumundadir. Turkiye'nin
stratejik konumu, Turkiye'yi, Avrupa'ya petrol ve dogalgaz tasinmasi i¢in gegit bir tlke haline
getirmektedir. Turkiye ile katilim muizakerelerine baglanmasi kararaninin alindigi 17 Aralik 2004
AB Konseyi Zirvesi 6ncesinde Komisyon'un agikladigi G¢ rapordan biri olan “Tarkiye'nin Avrupa
Birligi'ne Muhtemel Uyeliginin Sonuglari’nda da Trkiye'nin (iyeliginin Birlige katacagi avantajlar
arasinda enerjiye iliskin olanlar 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Raporda enerjiye iliskin olarak su ifadeler
yer almaktadir. “Ozellikle enerji konusunda Tirkiye'nin oynayacagi rol tartismasiz ¢gok énemli
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olacaktir. AB bu sayede dinyanin enerji bakimindan en zengin bdlgeleri ile komsu olacaktir.
Tarkiye, cografi konumu nedeniyle, tam Uyelikle birlikte AB enerji arzinin guvenliginde blyuk
rol oynayarak bir gecis Ulkesi olacaktir. Turkiye'nin katilimi, AB'ye, eneriji tedariki acisindan
daha iyi nakil yollari koruyabilecek, hem de bu bdlgeler enerji Urlnlerine yeni pazarlar
saglayabilecektir. Turkiye'nin Uyeligi ayrica AB ve guney komsulari arasinda karayolu, demiryolu,
hava, deniz ve boru hatti baglantilarini ciddi bigimde guclendirecektir.”

Bu noktada tartisiilmasi gereken temel konu, Turkiye'nin enerji politikasinin AB ile uyumu
konusudur. Avrupa Birligi, dis enerji kaynaklarina gitgide daha bagimh hale gelmekte, AB
genisleme sureci de bu gidisata katki yapmaktadir. AB'nin enerji arzini etkileme kapasitesi
sinirhdir. Kugskusuz enerji arzi gavenligi, talep planlamasina ve tedbirlerine baghdir ve bu
guvenliginin saglanmasi igin, enerjinin ayrimci olmayan ve guvenilir bir sekilde taginmasi gerekir.
Bu noktada Trans-Avrupa Eneriji Aglari ve Turkiye konusu, lll. Uluslararasi Tirk-Asya Kongresi'nde
ana temalardan birini olusturmaktadir.

Ote yandan, s6z konusu temanin Rusya ile siki isbirligi icerisinde ele alinmasi ihtiyaci vardir.
30 Ekim 2000'de gerceklestirilen AB-Rusya Zirvesi'nde, AB-Rusya Enerji Ortakligi taniminda
ve diuzenlemelerinde ilerleme kaydedebilmek igin AB ve Rusya arasinda dlzenli olarak bir
enerji diyalogu olusturulmasina karar verilmisti. Buglin Rusya ve Avrupa Birligi enerji sektorunde
dogal ortak konumundadir. Rusya'dan yapilan enerji ithalati AB'nin toplan enerji ithalatinin %
45'ine tekabll etmektedir. Rusya'daki enerji sektdri yabanci yatirim ve ihracat gelirleri igin
onemli firsatlar sunmaktadir. Bunun da 6tesinde AB'nin ve Rusya'nin, kitanin genelinin enerji
guvenligini iyilestirmede ortak c¢ikarlari vardir. AB ve Rusya'nin ortak c¢ikarlari AB agisindan
enerji arzinin surekliliginin garantilenmesi ve fiyatlarin hesapli olmasi, Rusya agisindan ise
enerji Uretiminde AB yatiriminin saglanmasi ve enerji sektoriande verimliliktir.

AB-Rusya Enerji Diyalogu'nun geldigi noktaya iliskin 5. ilerleme Raporu, Kasim 2004'te
aciklanmistir. Raporda glincel gelismeler iginde; genislemenin etkilerinden, petrol fiyatlarindaki
artistan, AB'nin Rusya'ya DTO icgin destek vermesinden ve Rusya'nin Kyoto Protokolii'nii
imzalamasindan bahsedilmektedir. AB-Rusya Ortaklik ve isbirligi Anlasmasi Nisan 2004'te yeni
10 Ulkeyi kapsayacak sekilde yeniden dizenlenmistir. Rusya, 2004 yilinda AB Komisyonu'nun
enerji piyasalari izleme sistemine dahil olmustur.

Bu noktada, lIl. Uluslararasi Turk-Asya Kongresi'nin ana temalarindan birini de Turkiye-Rusya
ve AB-Rusya arasindaki mevcut ener;ji isbirlikleri ve bu igbirliklerinin nasil gliclendirilecegdi konusu
olusturmaktadir. Rusya enerji sektorl yatirima ihtiyaci olan bir sektdr oldugundan Tirk 6zel
sektorinln bu alanda yapacagdi yatirrmlar énem tasimaktadir. Bu konuya bitisik olarak, Cin,
Hindistan ve Rusya'nin enerji sektorleri ve bu alanlarda ortak yatirim imkanlarinin tartigsiimasi
gerekmektedir. SIO catisi altindaki Cin, Rusya ve gdzlemci statiideki Hindistan'in aralarinda
enerjide kurabilecekleri igbirlikleri ve bu igbirliginin olasi sonug ve etkileri de Kongre'de tartisilacak
konular arasinda yer almaktadir. Zira son dénemde SiO'niin enerji alaninda yaptigi sigramalar,
bir takim jeopolitik etkiler doguracak niteliktedir.

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1. PRESENTATION

At present, the globalization has set a path different than the traditional one, primarily in the field
of economic cooperation and international relations as well as the political and socio-cultural
interactions, leading them to be realized in a different dimension. The new strategies that are put
into action promptly, lead to the realization of new developments. In parallel to these developments,
the countries that cannot come up with the essential projects for the future are forced to remain
as an object of globalization instead of becoming an actor in the process.

Turkey that is positioned at the cross section of Asia, Europe and Africa continents, must in the
least be a country that influences globalization process instead of being one on which such
influences are imposed. In this new age of the 21st century, Turkey must leave behind the classic
understanding of the past and lend support to its politicians, businessmen, academicians, artists
and the new generations that are instrumental in the process to open up to the world in general.
On the other hand, it is evident that, besides opening up to the world, we should also create a
force that will attract the outside world into our boundaries.

TASAM, has based the International Turkish-Asian Congresses that have been organized each
year, on certain themes and as such targeted to set the stage for the investors, political decision
makers, professional institutions and scientists representing Turkey and Asia to interact and mutually
develop relationships.

To serve this purpose, the “1st International Turkish-Asian Congress” was held between the 25th
and 26th of May 2006 and the “2nd International Turkish-Asian Congress” was held between the
23rd and 25th of May 2007. In the 1st International Turkish-Asian Congress, the domestic and
foreign specialists and expert academicians have discussed in detail the economic, political, social
and cultural relations between Turkey and Asia, and the results were published in a book form.
In the 2nd International Turkish-Asian Congress, on the other hand, declarations were presented
by domestic and foreign academicians on the subject of “Economic Cooperation and Development”.
The work for the publishing of the results of the 2nd International Turkish-Asian Congress is still
in progress.

Different from the past congresses, the “3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress” that will be held
between the 21st and 23rd of May, 2008, will focus on the three countries, China, India and Russia,
and the means and opportunities for strategic cooperation will be delved on, with regard to the
subjects of “Security, Economy and Energy”.

It is a well known fact that, the continent of Asia has sustained its existence for centuries as a geo-
strategically and economically very important area extending from Pacific to Atlantic and Northern
Seas to the Indian Sub-continent. All through this geographical area, trade, transportation and
communication was extremely difficult and dangerous. The natural bottlenecks, changing, and war
thorn borders have always been serious forces blocking stability. However, at this point that
globalization has reached, the indispensable condition of economic development and welfare is
the free circulation of goods, services and capital in an environment that is secure and free of any
violence.

Without any doubt, the conditions of the Asian Continent that are specific to it, render any economic
and political integration impossible to achieve. However this situation does not impose any barriers
with regard to the development of mutual relations on the basis of cooperation among the lead
actors of the continent.

At this point that we have reached, what is targeted with the 3rd Turkish - Asian Congress is to
determine the new areas of cooperation as well as the ways to achieve them and to devise a
perspective oriented towards future within the context of the global battle over power and the Asian
geopolitical trends by taking into account the existing potential in China, India and Russia.

4. SCOPE OF CONGRESS

At the beginning of the 21st century, the most important focal points of the transformation
process that has been brought on by the revolution of globalization and information, in the
socio-economic, technological and ideological dimensions, has been without any doubt was
the Asia-Pacific axis.

In parallel to the process of change in the international system that was caused by the conclusion
of the cold war between the two super powers, the security and peace strategies in the Asia-
Pacific region have changed too. The battle of the forces in the region in the fields of market
share and technological development, due to the limited energy sources, excessive increase
in population and the economic growth, fueled the search of the parties for stability and security
and caused such forces to take up arms and reinforce their defense alliances. This situation
led to a tendency that dictated wide spread distribution of weapons of mass destruction on one
hand and on the other caused new developments in the existing parameters of balance between
China-India-Japan-United States and Russia to take place.

In the Congress the cooperation that can be established between China, India, Russia and
Turkey as well as the interaction that can be developed in Asia as a whole will be analyzed
under the following main headings: .

8. PURPOSE OF CONGRESS

The fact of globalization, independent of any positive or negative evaluation, has become an
unquestionable reality of our lives. At present, at a time that we can figuratively say “World has
become a small village”, our life is surrounded with “things” of globalization due, specifically,
to Internet and generally the development of the channels of communication that are further
reinforced with the technological developments.

The unavoidable assessment of this process, from the point of view of Turkey requires the
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development of a multi-faceted vision. In the Continent of Asia where countries like China as
a very fast growing economy, Russia in readiness to cast off the effects of the cold war following
its re-structuring and India with its heavy investments in information technologies as a result
of its forecast that the 21st century would be about “Information”, exist, Turkey must follow up
the globalization process closely and determine the direction of the relations to be established
with these countries while at the same time setting up a strategy. The 3rd Turkish Asian Congress
carries the purpose of evaluating the relations of Turkey with the Continent of Asia on the basis
of specifically these three countries and to assess the direction that relations between the
countries of Asia will take.

With the 3rd Turkish-Asian Congress it is targeted to evaluate the means and opportunities for
cooperation between China, India, Russia and Turkey in the fields of Security, Economy and
Energy. Within this context it is targeted to;

* Bring together the local and foreign statesmen and academicians, to encourage the sharing
of information accumulated in the fields of Security, Economy and Energy in relation to China,
India, and Russia;

* Provide an environment, in which comprehensive discussions and exchange of ideas can
take place, so that the concrete opportunities for cooperation with China, India, and Russia can
be put forth;

» Share the interaction in Asia within the axis of China, India, Russia and Turkey, with the
delegations and peoples of the other countries.

9. OBJECTIVE OF CONGRESS

* Today the issue of security has gained a multi-dimensional importance. The subject of economic
security has even overridden the importance of military security. Economic security carries
great importance for the sustainability of a country's development and internal stability. At
present the most important component of economic security is energy. Energy has become an
effective instrument in the international politics besides being economically essential. For this
reason, Russia, in the subject matter geographical area, has become an important actor in the
field of energy. In this conjuncture, to establish its economic security Turkey is required to
cooperate with Russia in the field of energy. From this point onwards, we must determine how
to establish a cooperation with Russia with regard to the energy resources.

+ China on the other hand is a source of attraction with its fast developing economy. For this
reason determining the fields of economic cooperation that can be established between Turkey
and China carries great importance. Within the framework of the obligations arising from
membership with the World Trade Organization, in the 3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress,
the aim will be to set the bilateral trade relations in a sustainable and balanced framework.

» The progress made by India in the field of information technology has been of the kind that
would set sample for turkey. Especially the experience of India in the area of software development
can be taken advantage of. In order for Turkey to be able to make some progress in the area
of software development it is required to determine how much of a contribution can the sample
set by India have.
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10. RATIONALE BEHIND THE CONGRESS

The developments realized within the first 10 years of the 21st century are of the nature and
has the potential to effect the rest of it. There now exists a general opinion that the importance
of the Asian Continent has increased and it can be a dynamic and determinant force in the new
century. We as TASAM share this opinion. This evaluation of the situation makes it impossible
for us to just be a silent observer in the face of the dynamic processes taking place in Asia that
we are a part of. Although we see Asia as a field of opportunities for our country, we are also
aware of our responsibilities in resolving the issues that may emerge with the increasing
importance of Asia in the world economy and politics and also the contributions we are required
to make in the subject. Asia is not any more a far away geographical location for us. Aware of
the foregoing facts, we are aiming to discuss the issues of security, economy and energy, in
other words, a few of the dynamics that re-define Asia, on the basis of China, India, and Russia
in relation to Turkey. Our starting point is the need to carefully observe, analyze and understand
the processes taking place in Asia, of which we are a part now, and the actors determining the
direction that these processes will take. We take a further step and say that, only understanding
would not suffice and we should take part in the management of these processes by the said
leading forces. We believe that a determination has to be made as to how Turkey will be involved
in shaping the new Asia within the context of the mutual benefits of Turkey and Asia. Our basic
objective in organizing the 3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress has been this belief.

» Security Cooperation and Asian Geopolitics

Another important factor that must be evaluated within the scope of the 3rd International Turkish-
Asian Congress is the “Shanghai Cooperation Organization” (SCO) that was established by
the five of Shanghai (Russia, China, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan) and Uzbekistan. SCO
that is one of the new organizations that has been established in the international platform, has
taken important steps in a very short period of time. The most important factor that makes this
organization powerful and prestigious is its two influential members; Russia and China. These
two countries besides being powerful forces in the region, are also the principal members of
the United National Security Council and as such they have the right to veto. The other members
of SCO that are in the status of observers are Iran, India, Pakistan and Mongolia. Today, SCO
not only functions as a forum in which mostly the regional issues such as border violations,
separatist forces, terrorism, weapon and drug trafficking are discussed but has become a
platform, on which a potential cooperation between Russia and China that has been taking
shape within the framework of the changing conditions in the world politics, has been tried out.
The validation of such a platform or the convergence of relations between Russia and China,
can be seen in the reaction of the USA through the “National Missile Defense System” (NMD).

The SCO member states has given priority to their own interests within the process of defining
the basic objectives of the organization. China has requested that a stable region in which it
can develop trade relations and acquire the market and the natural resources, is established
and that the support provided by the foreign forces to the development of the Autonomous
Region of Xinjiang and Uyghur (East Turkmenistan) is stopped. On the other hand, Russia is
after re-establishing its fading influence in the fields of politics-military, economics and culture
in the Central Asia Region. The Countries of Central Asia have targeted to increase the foreign
investments, establish integrity by instilling security and stability in the region, reinforce the
regional economic cooperation, and develop cooperation in the subjects of terrorism, arms
trafficking, religious extremes and narcotics. The efforts spent by, especially, China and Russia
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that are the members of the United Nations Security Council, to untangle Afghanistan from the
web of problems that it is infested with and to establish stability in this neighboring country,
make up another dimension of this cooperation.

For SCO to take its place as a determinant factor in the global platform, it would be required
that an Asian Front including intra-Asia elements of balance such as Iran, India and Pakistan
and acting against the expansion plans of NATO is established with the help of economic,
political and cultural cooperation that goes beyond the border security agreements. SCO that
has shown the greatest resistance against the policies of the USA in the Euro-Asia Geography
following the 11th of September, still continues to be a force that poses a potential threat to the
global projects of the USA. The objective of the organization to become a force that can give
direction to the world politics, has become one of the most important items on the agenda. At
present SCO displays the dynamics of one of the basic samples of cooperation established
in Asia.

At this point in time, where the sustainability of associations in Asia is concerned, the potential
of SCO and the new security approaches within this framework as well as the probability of
Turkey becoming a member/partner in the organization, constitute the fundamental subjects
of discussion in the 3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress. Solving the dilemma of how the
organization can be given a problem solving (Kashmir problem, Afghanistan crisis, tension
between China-India, etc,) and peace instilling dynamic structure in the regional sense and
within this context how the interest of especially, Russia and China in the Middle East and Africa
can be turned into a political and economic cooperation with Turkey, carry great importance.

The analysis of all the foregoing issues must be started by taking into consideration primarily
the differences in political approaches adopted by Turkey and the three subject matter countries
as well as the strategic differences in how they view the region and the roadblocks that may
prevent the relationships in the region from developing

* Economic Cooperation

At the beginning of a new Century, China is on the way to become the most discussed and
thought about countries in the arena of international economy. The reason for this is the
“extraordinary” growth rate displayed by this country within the last 20 years. In very global
terms the reason for this fast growth rate can be explained by “the big expansion in the foreign
trade volume due to the new economic development strategy that was adopted”. The World
Bank defined this new trade and development strategy of China as follows “A mercantilist
strategy that is conditioned to provide for the increase of exports targeting to achieve higher
inflow of foreign currency”. However this strategy is a project that does not take the costs into
consideration sufficiently, while at the same time include an expansion in imports.

China is in a leading position among the countries that has both the manpower and the resources
required for development and establishment of power. With its economy that has been
continuously growing since the year 1978, China is giving signals that it would become a giant
force in the political and economic world. In spite of all these developments, the people of china
are still among the poorest in the world. The per capita income is around 900 Dollars. On the
basis of the Purchasing Power Parity, even if this number reaches the level of 5.000 US Dollars,
China will still be well behind Turkey. After saying this it should also be mentioned that the
economy of China ranks after the USA in the world in terms of size. China that has left behind
giants of economy like Japan and Germany, has reached this level of performance with its
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present state of somewhat underdevelopment. If China can double up its per capita income
level, it would reach a size almost half of the world economy that exceeds the size of the
economy of the USA. China, in spite of 9 to 10 percent growth rate that it displays every year
is still untouched from many aspects, and even evaluated in the light of present data, it has
boundless growth opportunities. When considered with all its characteristics, China, at least
in terms of economic balance, is in an important position that can dictate the other countries
to act with it. Especially the cooperation of the subject matter three countries may reveal changes
in the world conjuncture together with globalization, and the switches taking place in centers
of power. Within this context, the subject of how Russia and India can develop a strategy for
the furtherance of economic relations with China and the position of Turkey in such a formation
will be one of the main topics of discussion in the 3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress.

Most probably, China will display a combination of hope and doubt, growth and regression,
trust and fear within the next 10 years. It will not be a country that is a rising super power or a
place that has been ravaged by ongoing internal wars but rather a third world country that goes
through positive and negative developments under conditions of increasing poverty and welfare.
However, due to its size, it will have en extensive influence on the rest of the world.

» Cooperation in the Field of Energy

Almost half of energy consumption in Turkey is met from petroleum based resources. This
constitutes quite a burden for Turkey. The thermal power plants that are based on coal in terms
of their operating and costs are losing their efficiency. The compliance of Turkey with the energy
policy of EU, requires that the variety and the quality of the energy sources are improved.
Turkey is in a key position in terms of energy and is also an important producer of hydro-electric
energy. The strategic positioning of Turkey, gives it a pivotal point for the transportation of
petroleum and natural gas. Prior to the EU Council Summit of the 17th of December 2004, in
which the decision to discuss the participation of Turkey was taken, three reports were issued
by the European Commission, one of these being the “Results of the Potential Membership
of Turkey to EU”. In the subject matter report, among the advantages that will be contributed
to the European Union by Turkey, the ones that are related to energy have taken the center
stage. “Especially in the subject of energy, the role to be played by Turkey will be, beyond any
debate, very important. Thanks to this, EU will become members with the energy rich countries
of the world. Turkey due to its geographic position and with the establishment of its full
membership, will become pivotal in conveyance of energy, with the role it will play in ensuring
the security of energy supply. The participation of Turkey will provide EU better ways of
transporting energy while establishing new markets for the products of energy. Furthermore,
the membership of Turkey will significantly improve the highway, railway, seaway and pipeline
connections of EU with neighbors on the South”.

At this point, the basic subject to be discussed is the compliance of Turkey's energy policy with
EU. European Union is increasingly becoming dependent on foreign energy resources and the
EU expansion process contributes to this course of events. The capacity of EU to influence
energy supply is limited. Without any doubt the security of energy supply depends on the
planning of demand and the measures to be taken and for this to be achieved, energy must
be transported in a secure and non-discriminating manner. At this juncture the subject of “Trans-
Europe Energy network and Turkey” makes up one of the main themes of the 3rd International
Turkish-Asian Congress.
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On the other hand the subject matter theme is required to be handled in close cooperation with
Russia. In the EU -Russian Summit that was held on the 30th of October 2000, it was decided
to establish a regular dialog on energy to be able to make progress in EU-Russia Energy
Partnership and the arrangements made. Today Russia and European Union are natural partners
in the field of energy. The energy imports from Russia amounts to the 45% of the total energy
imports of EU. The energy sector in Russia offers important opportunities with regard to the
foreign investments and export revenues. In addition to the foregoing, EU and Russia have
common interests in improving the energy security in the Continent, in general. The common
interests of EU and Russia are; ensuring the continuity of the energy supply and reasonable
pricing for EU and securing EU investments in energy production and achieving efficiency in
the energy sector for Russia.

The 5th Progress Report pertaining to the point reached in the EU-Russia Energy Dialog was
published in November 2004. In the report, current subjects such as the effects of expansion,
the price increases in oil, the support to be provided by EU to Russia for DTO and the signing
of Kyoto Protocol by Russia were addressed. The EU-Russia Partnership and Cooperation
Agreement has been re-arranged in April 2004, in a manner that will cover the 10 new countries.
In the year 2004 Russia has been included in the Energy Market Tracking System of EU
Commission.

At this point in time, one of the main themes of the 3rd International Turkish-Asian Congress
is the Existing Cooperation in the Field of Energy between Turkey and Russia and EU and
Russia and How to Improve These Existing Relations of Cooperation. Russia is in need of
investments in the energy sector and as such investments to be made by the Turkish Private
sector in this field carry importance. Additionally, the energy sectors of Russia, China and India
must be discussed together to look for joint investment opportunities. One of the subjects
included in the agenda of the Congress to be discussed is cooperation that can be established
between Russia, China and Observer India in the field of Energy Within the Structure of SCO
and the Possible Results and Effects of such a Cooperation. It seems that some recent steps
taken by SCO in the field of energy may lead to some geopolitical repercussions.
